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Why do you need work experience to apply 
to Lancaster Medical School?  
Studying Medicine is not for everyone and there is a 
limit to how much you can learn about ‘being a 
doctor’ from reading books or talking to people. 
Therefore, it is really important that you have some 
relevant work experience to help you decide if 
medicine is the right career path for you.  
This does not have to be shadowing a doctor but can 
be any experience (unpaid work, paid work or 
volunteering) within a healthcare setting that gives 
you an insight into what it would be like to ‘be a 
doctor’ today. It is important that you reflect on these 
experiences to decide whether you have the skills, 
values and attitudes to work in healthcare. 
 
Work experience in your UCAS personal 
statement:  
We are more interested in what you have learned 
from your work and voluntary experiences, than in 
the details about where and when they occurred. 
Rather than listing your work and voluntary 
experiences (in a “I did this, I saw that” manner), try 
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
